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Combination considerations:

« Students must select one option from each block.

« We do not recommend students study both Economics and Business at GCSE. This is
to ensure that students are selecting a combination of subjects that will not
potentially limit their Higher Education Options.

o Students cannot study both Art and Photography or DT Graphics and DT RM.

We strongly recommend that all students study the following for a broad curriculum:

1. One humanities subject (Business Studies, Economics, Geography, History,
Psychology)

2. One creative arts subject (Art, Drama, DT, Music, Photography)

3. One other subject.

Students who do not elect to study a broad and balanced curriculum will undergo pastoral
conversations to determine whether the curriculum they have opted for is sufficiently wide
to allow for a range of opportunities at a later age.
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
